Instructions for installing R and the INLA package
You will need to download and install the R software (version R-2.11.1) as well as some packages.

How to install R-2.11.1

1. Go to the website: http://cran.r-project.org/bin/windows/base/

2. Download the R executable R-2.11.1-win32.exe 

3. Run this for a Windows-XP style installer

4. Follow the instructions until you get to the startup options window.

5. In the startup options window, select “Yes (customised startup)”. Press Next twice.  Then in the Help Style window, select “Plain text” (this allows you to get help without internet access). From there, follow on-screen instructions to finish the rest of the installation.

How to install R packages

There are two ways to install R packages: (1) using the “Install Package(s)” from the Package menu or (2) using the install.packages command. Since we will install quite a few of them, we choose the second one.

1. Open R

2. Type in the following command: 

install.packages(c("DCluster","spdep","epitools","pixmap","mvtnorm","numDeriv","fields","R.utils"),dependencies=TRUE, repos="http://cran.r-project.org")
3. To install the INLA package

·  You can type in R the following code: source("http://www.math.ntnu.no/inla/givemeINLA.R")
·  OR download the zip file from: http://www.r-inla.org/download
· From the Packages menu, click on “Install package(s) from local zip files”
· Select INLA.zip
To check if the packages are installed:

1. close and re-open R

2. copy the following code in R

library(DClusters)

library(spdep)

library(epitools)

library(INLA)
